After years apart, they’re back together as Heroes for Hire.

Alex Wilder escaped Hell by making a deal with the 
spirit of a magician named Chadoe. Alex and Chadoe 
began a turf war in Harlem, ruining—and sometimes 

ending—lives. While Power Man and Iron Fist tried to save 
the city, Tombstone resurrected one of Alex’s victims, Mr. Fish, 

in a quest for revenge against anyone who stood in their way. Black 
Mariah and Jennie Royce worked with Alex to push a drug made by the 

blood of a demon, Daemonium de Redeptionem, that steals its users’ souls. 
Jennie got cold feet and ran with the demon’s mystical container to the Heroes 

for Hire offi ce, but before the heroes even knew what was happening, the demon 
pulled Jennie, Luke, and Danny into its hellish dimension!
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
