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In Darklonia, the JOEs join Darklonian resistance fighters in a massive firefight against
Blue Ninja soldiers. Sneak-Peek is badly wounded during the battle, requiring immediate
evac. Despite Lady Jaye’s desperate pleas to the contrary, Roadblock, Spirit, and the
resistance fighter Grosz remain behind to protect the extraction’s six from enemy

reinforcements.

Meanwhile, Dawn continues to cleverly (and sometimes violently) evade her Cobra stalkers as
she makes her way to Springfield and to those she blames for infesting her mind with Snake-

Eyes’ dark memories.

Little does she know, however, she hasn’t so easily
fooled her other pursuers, as Granny Demon, Storm Shadow,
the New Snake-Eyes, and Zartan are hot on her trail. But
it’s Heather Collins who corners Dawn first, proposing a
partnership to save Heather’s parents and destroy Cobra’s

nefarious brainwave scanner once and for all…
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
