SEEKING TO PREVENT THE RUBY FROM FALLING INTO THE WRONG HANDS, THE X-MEN SET OUT TO 
FIND IT. ARRIVING AT THE RUINS FROM COLOSSUS’ VISION, THE X-MEN SOUGHT THE RUBY, BUT WERE 
QUICKLY ATTACKED BY A MASSIVE DEMON, SEEMINGLY CHARGED WITH GUARDING THE GEM.
